Councillor Chapman opened the meeting and welcomed all Parishioners present

1. 
Public Forum 
The Chairman stated that the Parish Council would support the Nutfield Conservation Society and the Nutfield Marsh Residents Group in Objecting to the SCC Surrey Mineral Plan & Surrey Waste Plan. Counc. Richard Foster has been appointed to work with them in fighting against these proposals. The Clerk has written to David Lamb Acting Planning Officer at SCC to request more time to respond appropriately, due to the large amount documents in the plan and the workload of those attempting to complete the response.

Counc Foster gave a brief summary of the work completed so far and the action groups. He has contacted Meyric Lewis, the barrister who completed the proposals past draft response and has requested him to act once more for the groups. The main argument will be the same as before, however additional information will need to be taken into account.
Mrs Gaynor advised Council that hidden in these Waste Plans was a proposal to clean aggregate at the Biffa Copyhold site, using a huge drum like machine sorting builders rubble and smash this into small rubble and stones. More lorries in and out of this site and high noise levels for neighbouring properties. Biffa had no knowledge of this proposal.
Dist.Counc. Black asked Mrs Gaynor whether she knew if Reigate & Banstead BC knew of this plan and she advised she did not know. She had contacted local residents at Watercolours Estate and Highfield Road area who also knew nothing of the Plan and have formed a residents action group.
County Counc. Elias said to contact other local Councils including Bletchingley and Godstone to ensure a combined effort in opposition of the Plan. They have previous experience fighting a similar issue at Godstone Quarry. Ann Butler is worth contacting for her experience in opposing plans like these. He stated that it would bring more weight to the opposition if NPC were to agree to make the main submission in support of the local groups and Chairman stated this would be considered later in the meeting. Counc. Foster said he had found glaring errors in the Plan statement including an omission that the area had not been recorded as Green Belt. Only 12 days to the submission date.
Mrs Gaynor stated a list of current issues affecting the Parish, including the above Minerals Plan;
R&BBC Core Framework which could be supporting Redhill Aerodrome for housing; TDC Planning Dept re-instated the Core Strategy Key 3 Green backfill gardens development PLUS Green Belt settlements; TDC Local Sustainability framework recently submitted to TDC & finally the RNIB College could be changed to a local Young Offenders centre.
Mrs Sowton thanked Council for cutting the Marsh area. Clerk advised that the SCC TDC Local Committee was meeting on Friday 4th Dec one item noted 40mph proposal on Nutfield Marsh Road

Mr Court presented sets of papers re his application for development at Brookside Cottage, Crab Hill Lane. Council will study these later. A discussion took place between Mr Elias and Mr Court regarding this and Mr Court was advised to make his comments to Mr Elias at a separate meeting
