Councillor Chapman opened the meeting and welcomed the Parishioners present

1. 
Public Forum 
Mrs Davies thanked Council and especially Councillor Foster for supporting the Marsh Residents in their fight against the SCC Minerals & Waste Plan and for Councils excellent submission.

Dist. Counc. Black asked why NPC are not invited to attend Bletchingley PC meeting with Sibelco, held every 5/6 weeks. No Councillor present was aware of this meeting. Mrs Black will contact BPC.
Mrs Davies also mentioned she had called TDC re. Road surface problems on Church Hill and the water flow across the road turning to ice in the winter. One recent major accident closed the road. It is caused by blocked drains. Suggested call SCC Highways immediately to make sure they are aware.
Mr Amos reported an increase in local crime on farms in the area, several break-ins and items stolen. Poaching on the increase as well as fly tipping. Chairman spoke of recent Police Seminar at Smallfield with the Chief Constable and the proposal to put a further 200 policeman on the streets of Surrey. This should help and the Police are aware of this increase in crime.

Clerk then read the latest report from Nick Shrapel, shown under Police Report later in Minutes, which highlights Mr Amos’ concerns

Mr Amos also asked if pavement work in The Avenue is unfinished, as it is unsightly and poor standard. Dist. Counc. Black said this has already been reported to SCC Highways and should be in hand. The issue of local potholes was discussed and the Clerk gave a report on the meeting held at Caterham where Roger Archer - Reeves, director of SCC Highways, updated Councillors and Clerks on the recent snow crisis and potholes needing urgent repair. Clerk had asked the question why a local salt/grit supply could not be stored in the village and local farmer’s contracts renewed as before to clear the roads and fill grit bins. Mr Archer Reeves will consider this as he felt it was an excellent idea, logistically saving money and time. Clerk will report back.

Crime Trends in the Tandridge Area 
 

There has been a large increase in the amount of shed and outbuildings being broken into around the Tandridge area, various items targeted including power tools and like items. Residents are asked to check the security of their outbuildings and property mark (with postcode and house number).

On-going problems with poachers on land across the Tandridge area, including incidents in the South Nutfield area. Also incidents of theft on/around farming properties. Extra patrols have been set up some months ago to combat this problem, to date several arrests have taken place and several males dealt with on poaching offences.

There is a need for residents to report suspicious incidents or vehicles as soon as possible.

Farmers, landowners and local rural residents are reminded about the CountryWatch scheme which is run on the Tandridge area. This includes e-mail newsletters, text message alerts and signs in an effort to combat problems faced by farmers etc.

 

Other Items 
 

Residents may be aware of an on-going review of Surrey Police, which hopes to recruit 200 extra Police Constables over the next two years (most Police forces are reducing numbers!) Neighbourhood Policing will benefit with the extra numbers. The trade off is the reduction of senior ranks within Surrey Police and the reduction of Police buildings. Police officers will be moved to more accessible locations to the public.
