Memorial Hall report

Brought forward on the agenda at 9.00pm to be discussed with the Trustees of the Hall present and also Richard Coffey with proposed new plans

Vice Chairman Counc. Chapman welcomed the Trustees of the Memorial Hall – Graham Green, Brian Lyus & Jamie Barker- plus Richard Coffey to the meeting.
Counc Chapman said Council were unhappy at the Link article published by the Trustees and requested greater communication in the future. Four separate meeting dates had been offered to the Trustees to attend a meeting with NPC and none of those dates were possible for them. Progress had been made by Clerk on areas where income stream could be increased with Hall rentals and the Plans were now finally ready to show all interested parties

Richard Coffey presented the revised plans showing and including new proposed “clean rooms” and first floor meeting rooms.

Mr Green emphasised that the current Trustees would oversee the construction of the new Hall and that new Trustees would be appointed to create income stream and day to day running, once the hall is completed. 
Lengthy discussion then took place on funding issues and size of Hall. It was agreed that once a decision had been made and agreed by both parties, the proposed designs and full costs should be shown to the Parish for their approval. Alternative designs and costs should be displayed and full financial reports showing the public commitment by means funding from taking out Public Works Loan Board finance if required. Fund raising should also be considered by ways of grants and corporate donations to reduce the amount of borrowing and to bear in mind the income on rental of the Hall.
The Trustees position was that they could build a reduced size Hall up to £400,000 which they considered would be supportable.

The Parish Council will decide whether to agree to this or to proceed with the new 2 storey plans and will calculate the costs involved for presentation and agreement at the next Parish Meeting.
