This was Stage 1 as the next stage will more likely to be the Hearing at which Council and the organisations will need to be represented.

It was agreed that Council should attempt to create a joint committee between the Nutfield group and Bletchingley and Godstone Parish Councils and other local Groups, to fight these plans on a more consolidated basis. This might ease the workload on individual Councillors and show a more unified approach. Clerk asked to contact the respective Clerks to see if this can be done?
