Mrs M Odysseos-Beaumont and Mr Cameron spoke on the Big Lunch project in Trindles Road on 
19th July. Road closure requested to TDC. They explained the procedures they need to put into place. Agreed no objection

Concerned re speeding vehicles in Mid Street

He explained about the planning permission for infill at Bower Hill Farm and that it will be switched to SCC Environment dept. 

C/Counc Elias advised that he was visiting Nutfield with David Curr from TDC Highways and said he would show the poor state of The Avenue to him. Also requested Councils opinion on the worst road in Nutfield in need of repair. Quoted lower end of Mid Street and Crabhill Lane as the worst closely followed by The Avenue. Philanthropic Road is mainly R&BBC responsibility with the worst damage.
Mr Sowton was concerned about the speeds of vehicles along Nutfield Marsh Road and for cyclists crossing over on the cycle path alongside his house. He has witnessed near misses. Check signs  RB
Also the speed limit request to SCC Local Committee shows “awaiting report”. 
C/Counc. Elias said it was due to funding, need and allocation of available funds. He will also ask Mr Curr at TDC to investigate the blocked gulleys reported in High Street, Nutfield.
