REPORT FROM COUNTY & DISTRICT COUNCILLORS – for information

County Councillor Elias reported on the SCC Local Committee meeting held on Friday 2nd July. 
SCC transferring funds from 2010/11 budget to progress parking issues and speed limit changes. 

Nutfield Marsh Road should shortly be re-designated as a 40mph highway.

Mid Street no parking yellow lines at the narrow section before the hill has been refused. The Committee completed a survey and were not convinced this would work, as they considered the parked cars acted as a speed deterrent. Discussion on garages use and chevron parking at Mid Street Re-cycling unit and TDC are checking their records on garage tenancies. They considered this to be a good idea and to create more residents parking and it would involve moving the re-cycling area to another location.
The SCC Minerals Plan has gone in to the Inspector. Work with Bletchingley & Godstone PC’s to reinforce the opposition to this plan.

He mentioned the SCC Local Committee Grant scheme and that £5000 may be allocated towards the Memorial Hall application for funds. Counc. Hames to investigate the SCC grant scheme for Village Halls – contact Vince Sharp at TDC

FGP 2.4 Review of Council Funds
Discussion took place on the proposal in Standing Orders that Committees could spend up to £300 at any one time. A number of Parishioners had complained about the verges in Mid Street, either side of the railway bridge, that are overgrown with brambles threatening to scratch children on foot and in pushchairs. These areas should be maintained by SCC, but, due to shortages in the budget, are not being done. It was felt Council’s Parish Gardener should cut this back immediately but concerns were raised. 
PROPOSAL made to authorise the E&A committee to spend up to its authorised limit of £300 to clear overgrown village footpaths immediately.

A Vote was taken and recorded as 5-4 against. 
The concerns were that Council could be liable for any claims that may arise (as this is an SCC responsibility), that funding should be requested from SCC, and that if the job is done once, Council will be expected to continue. Review Title Deeds of Memorial Field. Clerk had contacted Hedleys requesting this and also Trustee requirements for Charles Maw charity - only one Trustee in place at present.

FGP 8.1 Woodland Burial Area. Clerk requested illustrations and specification on Oak Benches for the area from chosen contractor. This had been received and was agreed.
PROPOSAL for the purchase of 2 oak benches from the agreed contractor, for the sum of £1275 plus 2 sets of ground fixings at £45 each (The cost of one bench to be paid for by a client)
