Public Forum
The Clerk passed on Mrs Thelma Davies thanks, on behalf of herself all Marsh residents for the clearance work carried out on the Marsh area recently by the Council. Verges had been cut and clearance also around the Notice Board area. Clerk thanked Counc. Fletcher for his assistance.

Clerk read reply from Mrs P Gates at SCC re Footpath 297 stating no problem having strand of single wire on barbed wire fence and it was no hazard to public or children. Mrs Gaynor said it was the slope on the path that was the problem. Mr Amos thanked Council for their efforts in getting the footpath repaired. Counc. Fletcher advised plain wire will not hold cattle back, only barbed wire.

10.3 New Councillors

Clerk advised TDC Standards had been contacted re the Vacancy. Closing date for the election notice is 16th March 2009.  If no further applications are forthcoming, then agreed to vote both Emmy Hames and Kate Hayes onto Council as full Councillors at Annual Meeting. 
Clerk reported that Council could be increased to 10 Councillors, need to arrange a Village petition to obtain a minimum of 250 signatures of full electors. Suggested start this at the Parish Assembly.    RB
10.4 Council Structure

Following the proposal at VFM and Council it was necessary to decide who would stand as Chairman and Vice Chairman for year 2009/10. Counc. David Chapman agreed to stand as Chairman and Counc Sue Renaut agreed to stand as Vice Chairman. Agreed to be voted in at the Annual Meeting.

It was also agreed that it is necessary to hold an EAP meeting every 2 weeks, due to the new timescale of the Planning Applications. Also to do this on a rota system of “A” Group - 4 Councillors and “B” Group the other 4 Councillors, every two weeks, plus Chairman at each meeting. Clerk to arrange the list and place the two new members one on each list.

Other Matters:

Counc. Fletcher cleared areas of the allotments and a skip may be required to remove metal items, carpets, plastic & glass. Clerk to ask TDC if they will remove with their rubbish clearance service.   RB
Woodland Burial area: Co-opted Councillor Hayes has checked some woodland burial websites and much of what is on those could be used by NPC in marketing our own project. Suggested a mail shot to Funeral Directors. She produced an action plan agenda to be considered which was very well received. Counc. Fletcher has contacted Chris Martin, the neighbouring farmer re. access for more top-up soil to be delivered. Mr Martin has no problems with this but must ensure the land is firm to avoid damage. Need to quantify how much soil is needed. Counc. Sandiford suggested an O.S. map of the area, he could ask the aerial photographer on the Marsh if we could have some site photos next time he is flying?
