Playground - An enquiry was made on the new playground in Bletchingley which is most impressive. CC Elias & DC Black were asked what the build costs were. CC & DC - based on need requirement for area - £50,000 Play Builder Grant from TDC - Local action group raised £34,000. The Clerk has contacted Steve Hyder TDC. Nutfield is on 2011 allocation list, due to age/condition of existing playground in Recreation Field. Need to form an action group to raise funds.

Woodland Burial sub committee report
Councillors discussed the proposed brochure artwork and forms presented by Councillors Sandiford & Hayes. The Clerk had spoken to Ken Hamilton re. Trees order and planting may have to be delayed due to the wet ground conditions. Ken will also cut root suckers from the boundary shrubs and plant these in the spaces between grave areas. The ground has been marked out by the Surveyors and pegs are positioned to mark the groups of plots. The Clerk showed a sample engraved slate plaque and plot number received from a local Manufacturer, all agreed good quality. Quotation filed. 
The design for the gate information sign was shown and after some discussion it was agreed that there was a need for a smaller gate sign, the larger sign to be placed inside the Cemetery.
