Clerk stated the EAP committee would not oppose this unit being sited on the plot, subject to approval from full Council, but with certain proviso’s and conditions as shown in the letter. 10.1 Memorial Hall report & update

Counc. Hayes had spoken to Trustee Mrs Coombs, who had advised her of the planning application that has been submitted to TDC Planning. The Football Foundation has advised Nutfield Football Club that no funding will be available for this project, as they had already obtained funds for the Recreation Ground changing rooms.  Therefore an alternative plan will be submitted to TDC Planning for a Hall of similar size to the original Hall with one set of football changing rooms, also of similar size.
Counc. Renaut questioned the large amount of money spent so far by the Trustees on the current planning application, according to the Trustees accounts submitted to Council at the Parish Assembly, and how much more money would now be spent? She had asked Tim Bellars for an update on the fundraising for the Mid Street Recreation Ground changing rooms and understood they were still £60,000 short of funds.

TA/2008/1781 Braes Meadow Recreation Ground, Mid Street, South Nutfield…Erection of single storey changing room facility. We understand that there is usually a requirement for a “grasscrete” parking facility for a sports building with parking and would consider it a necessity here. Also concern expressed by the close proximity of the main football pitch goal line and goal to the children’s playground.
