Gatwick Police

PC Meena Lobo, Andy Blackstock & Chris Pearce from the Gatwick External Neighbourhood Policing Team spoke to the meeting about Gatwick Airport Security & Counter Terrorism issues. A laptop presentation and film was shown highlighting how members of the public could recognize any potential threat whilst at work or when out and about. The Team’s intention is to raise public awareness with regard to aviation security, with the emphasis of “alert not alarm”. Whilst there is no current intelligence suggesting that an attack is likely, aviation remains a potential target to terrorist groups. They encourage members of the public to be vigilant and report any suspicious activity to them and encourage the public to act as their ears and eyes. A considerable amount of their time is spent giving similar presentations to local businesses, parish councils and community societies and they are more than happy to visit any size of group. All those present found the presentation extremely moving, thought provoking and well presented.

Public Forum 
Mr Hoskins mentioned the works being carried out under the M23 Motorway bridge at the corner of Kings Cross Lane and Coopers Hill Road. More concrete block barriers are being erected up Kings Cross Lane towards the village and although he appreciated the reasons for this protection, especially after the Police talk, he felt Nutfield residents could have been better advised and consulted before this work commenced.
He also said that while walking down Coopers Hill Road a speeding car skidded and nearly hit the group of walkers he was walking with. They called the police but they were unable to come out to see the accident.
Dist. Counc. Elias advised that the Police are suffering with finance cut, reduced budgets and have reduced staffing levels. 

Mrs Gaynor contacted the Highways Agency to see if permission could be obtained to create a softened effect at the M23 motorway bridge by planting daffodil bulbs

             
Mr Lyus of the Nutfield History Group made a presentation of their proposal to erect new road signs on the A25 entrances to Nutfield, which is mentioned in the Doomsday Book and dated from 1086. Proposal is 2 sets of road signs incorporating the 30mph sign under which would be Doomsday Book 1086. Existing SCC road signs are unlawful. Estimate received for 2 pairs of signs is £1045 not incl. installation. History Group could pay 50% of the sign cost, Mrs Gaynor may be able to offer extra funding. Installation cost by SCC or NPC. Dist. Counc. Elias stated SCC had limited funds available but would still investigate this with Highways

Mrs Gaynor and Mr Sowton have arranged a joint meeting between Conservation Socy and Marsh Residents group to study the new SCC Minerals Plan shared with Surrey Waste Plan. Would like a Councillor to be involved with this and also their 4/5 meetings per year. Chairman advised them a representative would be appointed.

25/09 
Dist. Counc Myland spoke on the SCC Minerals Plan and the planned sand extraction at Chilmead and Mercers Farm. She had met both site owners for lunch and discussed with them their plans for both sites. SCC have not taken into consideration the transportation of sand extracted and the restoration process. The A25 in Nutfield High Street is a pinch point for heavy lorries and the number of lorry movements proposed will cause huge problems for road users and residents. The lorries will also use Chilmead Lane which is too narrow for this size of vehicle. 

Mrs Myland then mentioned the current 3rd set of plans for the proposed Memorial Hall. She asked the Chairman if Council would support the plans. Chairman stated that these were to be discussed later in the meeting and a decision would be made then. Mrs Myland stated she had seen the letter from SCAPTC to the Trustees and called it tosh. She said she was anxious to speed up the building of a replacement Hall, as it had already taken 2 years to reach this stage. The Chairman stated that at least 6 months had been lost due to the Trustees submitting 2 sets of plans which did not comply with TDC rulings. The Clerk again advised Mrs Myland that she should Declare an Interest in this application as both the Applicant and Agent were extremely well known to her. She did not. 
Counc. Hayes advised Mrs Myland of the large number of requests she had made to the Trustees to attend their meetings, which had all been ignored. They were well aware that Counc. Hayes was the appointed Parish Council’s representative but she had received no feedback at all from the Trustees. 

Mrs Myland then left the meeting.

Mrs Gaynor advised Council that the Conservation Society had planted almost 9000 daffodil bulbs in various location around the Village. A meeting had been arranged for Saturday 7th November to plants bulbs at the Cemetery and the lay-by verge and all volunteers would be welcomed. The Chairman asked Mrs Gaynor to pass on Council’s thanks to the Conservation Society members for all their hard work and looked forward to the results of their labours in the Spring.
