Councillor Chapman opened the meeting and welcomed all Parishioners present

Chris Hoskins reported that a verge and ditch close to the Nutfield Cricket Club on Nutfield Marsh had been opened and a ramp made to access Nutfield Marsh Road. This had previously been blocked off, due to road safety reasons. Either being used for access to the Club or by the owners of the ponies grazing there. Clerk to write to SCC Highways reporting this.

He was also concerned at the unnecessary urbanisation of the works being carried out under the M23 Motorway bridge at the corner of Kings Cross Lane and Coopers Hill Road. Large concrete block barriers are being erected at the base of the bridge pillars on both sides of the road.

Dist.Counc. Elias advised that it is a joint project between the contractor, Balfour Beatty and The Highways Agency and is an anti-terrorist prevention scheme to protect the bridge over the roads and railway line. Dist.Counc. Myland was advised in February 2009 and this is minuted in NPC minutes. Council had no idea of the size of this project and requested the Clerk to write to both SCC Highways and InterRoute Structural Engineers to express Council’s concern over the size of these structures and also what softening effect could be created by planting shrubs or bulbs

Dist.Counc Elias mentioned a letter from Mr Tapper concerning the traffic measures and parking at Mid Street/School Hill junction and that he had replied to this. There are huge budgetary restraints on work such as speed restructuring and traffic calming measures but that this may be considered at a later date.

Council has received a letter from Peter Ainsworth MP regarding Mr Tapper’s letter and requesting a response. 
Dist Counc. Black has also received correspondence on this matter and stated that more residents were in favour of this plan than one against and to write to Mr Tapper advising that Council is sorry to read his comments but that this must proceed due to the high percentage of residents in favour.

Counc.Cullen commented that he had looked at the entrance area to the parking and recycling area off Mid Street and that if the left hand verge were cleared and chevron style parking was made available, it would be of great benefit to those residents who currently have no space to park off road. All agreed this to be an excellent idea and for the Clerk to contact SCC Highways and advise them to continue to pursue this planned works.

Dist.Counc. Elias mentioned the proposed speed limit consultation for Nutfield Marsh Road and that this has been agreed to proceed by SCC Local Committee. Part of this cost will be covered from a special budget he has received from County. He also reported that The Surrey Minerals Plan has just been released for consultation, the official date for publication is 13th October, and that the 3 local sites were in the document.

The work for The Avenue pavements is now fully approved and should commence before the end of the year
The Chairman welcomed Richard Foster to the meeting, as he is a prospective Councillor for the vacancy and invited him to stay through the workings of the meeting
