Mr Jeff Dungate asked Council if the Football Club could site 2 mobile changing room units on the lower corner of the Memorial Field. Council were advised that these would not need planning permission. After viewing photos of the units and confirmation that these would be dry changing room units without water supply and painted green, Council agreed that Mr Dungate could site the units immediately. The units would be left there for the football season only.

Mr Dungate also reported that since his discussion with the Clerk, he had asked Pete Griff and Clint O’Shea of the Football Club to investigate if there was any agreement or contract for the use of the Memorial Field by the Club. He was advised that they thought a 25 year agreement had been signed by 2 ladies on the Council in 2003, as they need something to assure the Football Foundation when receiving a loan. The Clerk asked for evidence of this. 

Mr & Mrs Stothard reported complaints about some residents in the Kings Acre/Kings Cross Lane area and trespass on their land. PC Nick Shrapel and PCSO Lorraine Wells agreed to meet Mr & Mrs Stothard in private to discuss their concerns

Liz Ramsey spoke to Council on the full range of work the Tree Wardens carry out and thanked ex Councillor Chris Stamford for his work over many years with them. She also thanked Council for their financial support in funding the Tree Wardens insurance policy. She welcomed Counc. Mike Fletcher as the new Tree Warden representative on their committee.
Geoff Allen representing the Conservation Socy reported badly damaged verges all over the village, caused by service works carried out by EDF. Special note was the verge under the motorway bridge at the end of Kings Cross Lane where orchids had been dug up and not replaced. He handed the Clerk the contact details at SCC Highways who will visit to see the state of the verges. Counc. Hayes asked why the Conservation Socy had not contacted EDF direct, as the service companies have excellent customer care departments now and they should be advised asap.

Mr Lorraine reported the high speeds of traffic coming down School Hill into the narrow neck at Mid Street and the number of near misses recently. He thought traffic calming measures would assist and also Councils idea of yellow lines and crosshatch would also help. He asked that space be left for a disabled space and he was advised this was already on the agenda. Dist Counc. Elias said once these lines were installed, it would enable tighter control on parking there, monitored by the SCC Parking Attendants. The proposal is going to The Local Committee in October and will hopefully be agreed. It will then go to County for examination. The speed limit down School Hill could also be reduced to 30mph and this will be considered.

Mr Lorraine spoke on a letter sent to the Clerk re. his dispute with Priory Farm management. After considerable discussion, the Chairman and Mr Elias advised him that this is not a matter for Parish Council but must be directed to TDC Planning Department. Mr Elias will also write to him asap.
Mr Court asked if Council would like the Sussex & Gatwick Police to attend the October meeting to talk on the Gatwick Security Zone. Council agreed this would be most useful. He had also cut the nettles down on the A25 toward Redhill that were over the pavement. Chairman thanked him very much for his kind work.
